I. First, let’s review the object pronouns - reflexive, indirect, and direct.

A. Reflexive Pronouns /  Los Pronombres Reflexivos

These pronouns are required every time you use a reflexive verb.  In Spanish, the reflexive verb implies the subject does the action to himself.
